In this part of the course students,
working in small groups, will choose an area of life in the UK that they are interested in and are then given the
chance to explore how they can make an impact and a positive change. Students can take on an issue that
they feel particularly passionate about. In the past, we have had projects looking at a wide range of issues
ranging from changing the national curriculum to increasing the numbers of charging points for electric cars
in Uppingham.

Does GCSE Citizenship Studies help students to prepare for A-levels?

Citizenship has many interesting links to a variety of other subjects and would be an excellent foundation for
further study. Law, Philosophy, Sociology, History, Psychology and Government and Politics are perhaps the
subjects that most obviously develop the skills and understanding that can be gained from studying this
course.
