Year 7

Curriculum Intent: In year 7 students will study three key texts spanning a wide breadth of context and an introduction to Shakespeare looking at a range of plays and extracts. Contextual
knowledge will be interleaved with key information relevant to each text, such as themes and characters, alongside a study of knowledge which is transferable and relevant for future
learning such as how to write about theme or understanding Shakespeare’s language. Spaced learning will occur through a cycle of lessons focusing on the four key areas of fiction, non-
fiction, writing and poetry, linked thematically to the overarching text studied that term. Students will make links between these areas to develop their understanding of writers' methods
and how a writer creates meaning. A range of skills will be developed throughout each unit with repeated practice. Each assessment will be used to inform future learning in the next unit,
allowing teachers to focus on skills which may need more practice.
