What grade would I be predicted for it if I’m working at the same standard as today? 
This is a question for your teacher – you can discuss at parents evening or contact them via Satchel/email.
Is it a good subject for me to take?
Again, this is something to discuss with your teacher, but if you enjoy French/German/Spanish and think it will be useful for your future, then it is a good subject for you to take!
What kind of exams are there and is there any course work? 
See the course breakdown. There is no coursework, but your speaking exam will take place a few weeks before your main exams start. 
I am worried about the speaking part of the exam. 
The speaking exam is conducted by your class teacher – and is just you, so you don’t do it in front of the rest of the class. We prepare and practice for it throughout the 2 years, as well as doing a short run through at the end of Year 10 and two full mocks in Year 11.
When do you decide whether we do foundation or higher tier? 
No firm decisions are made until the March in Year 11.
I struggle with spelling in English, let alone French/German/Spanish! 
The writing paper is only 25% and you can make some “minor” (e.g. spelling) errors and still achieve good marks.
Who will my teacher be? 
We can’t tell you in advance (as we don’t know!) but German is taught by Mrs Jackson, Miss Wain or Miss Frayne; Spanish is taught by Miss Wain and Mr Sievewright, and French by any of us!
